Reading Cloud
This is a web based system which children and parents can access anywhere. The address is http://u011997.microlibrarian.net and there is a link on our website. The number is our unique school number; alternatively you could search Micro Librarian and put Tintwistle into the site box.
Through Reading Cloud your child can blog (posts can only be read by other children in school that they have registered as friends), review, check out recommended reads and reserve books in our library. If you download the Micro Librarian app you can scan books in a bookshop to see if we have them in the library and either reserve them or request that we purchase.
