When people say and do nasty things it stays with you and really upsets you.

What should you do if you are being bullied?
You need to tell someone, tell a teacher or midday assistant. Tell your mum and dad, especially if it is out of school. Tell your friends, they can help you. Keep calm and try not to get too upset.
What school staff should do:

· Listen carefully to children who say they are being bullied and find out what has happened.
· Give a warning to the child who is being nasty.
· Give them a time out if they don’t stop immediately.
· Make them miss playtimes.
· Tell their parents if it doesn’t stop.
What parents should do:
· If your child is being unkind to other children you should tell them off and ground them. We need parents to help us stop bullying so please make sure your child knows you are cross with them. 

· If your child is being kind to everyone you should tell them you are proud of them, you could reward them if you think they have tried really hard.
What children should do:

· Show other children that bad behaviour and being unkind isn’t cool.
· Listen to adults and follow the rules, tell an adult if you think someone needs help.
· Set a good example to other children, especially younger ones.
· Don’t play fight or play too roughly.
· Be a good friend when people need you; be kind to people who are hurt or upset. 
· You can tell someone who is being unkind to stop, but don’t start a fight with someone you think is being a bully.
· Always say and do kind things.
Together we can stop bullying by:

· Rewarding and praising kindness in school and at home.
· Talking about bullying in class and in assemblies – reminding everyone to be kind.
· Putting reminders on the newsletter and website.
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
