School Uniform

Sorry to be talking about returning to school in September but could we please remind you of our expectations regarding uniform. Uniform is available from Brigadoon or online from Tesco. School shoes should be black, if your child prefers to wear trainers that is fine, but they should be black and as plain as possible. PE kit is a white T shirt and black shorts. All items of clothing need to be named with a pen that will not wash out, we will always endeavour to return lost items to you but this is very tricky when they aren’t named.
Sex and Relationships Education (SRE)
We will be covering SRE next week and will be distributing free samples of sanitary products to the older girls. Our approach to SRE focusses on the changes to children’s bodies as they get older and is designed to provide reassurance and answer questions. We very much respect the role of parents in SRE education and will be suggesting that the children might like to talk to you about what they have learned. We have some very helpful books in school if you would like to borrow one, alternatively the library is very helpful. In our experience girls are maturing increasingly young and we really do recommend that you talk to your daughters about changes to their bodies from Y4.
Website

Our school website, tintwistle.eschools.co.uk can be accessed in a variety of ways, including via a Derbyshire website address. The site has a security certificate in place and is fully GDPR compliant. Using an access route other than eschools may result in a non-compliance message appearing, the site is secure whichever route you use but we do recommend logging on via eschools, not via Derbyshire. 

The calendar on the website is a really useful tool for finding out what is going on in school, clicking on an event will often bring up additional details. Using the calendar tab on the menu bar gives you a full view and is the easiest way to use it.
